+ Students who are age 18 and above can experience clinical medicine firsthand by shadowing
a physician on hospital rounds

WHO: Undergraduate students and rising junior and senior high school students, preferably rising
seniors, are encouraged to apply. No background in scientific research is necessary, but strong
academic performance and an interest in medicine and/or the sciences are preferred. U.S. citizenship
or permanent residency is required for participation.

WHEN: The program takes place from June 23 to July 25, 2025.
WHERE: The program is held at the Duke Clinical Research Institute (DCRI), a clinical research

organization that is part of Duke University. The DCRI is located at 300 West Morgan Street in
downtown Durham, North Carolina.
