Seniors interested in East Carolina University: 
East Carolina University  [ECU] has a number of scholarships available for incoming freshmen – some 

specific to geographical locations and certain high schools, some need based and some merit based 

and some a combination of any of these factors. ECU utilizes an on-line portal, ECUAWard, to accept 

applications for their scholarship opportunities. To complete the scholarship application, a student must have 

been accepted for admission, but they do not have to commit to attending ECU to apply for scholarship 

consideration. The scholarship application portal is open August 1-January 15 for applications for funding for the 

2025-2026 academic year. Students interested in the Honors College, the scholarship deadline is December 3rd 

so need to apply for Admission early in the cycle . If interested, visit honors.ecu.edu for the most current 

information.
