Section I: Purpose

The purpose of the Wake Forest High School Hall of Fame is to recognize, honor, and provide a memorial for those whose contributions have enriched the athletic programs at Wake Forest High School. 

Section II: Organization

The Wake Forest High School Athletic Hall of Fame will be a project of the Wake Forest High School Athletic Booster club in conjunction with Wake Forest High School Athletic Department and Administration. 

Section III: Selection Committee

A. Wake Forest High School Athletic Director

B. Wake Forest High School Principal or her/his designee

C. Wake Forest High School Athletic Booster Club President or his/her designee

D. Wake Forest High School Athletic Booster Club VP or his/her designee

E. Wake Forest High School Coaches (at the discretion of the AD)

F. At least 3 additional members as approved by the Athletic Director and Booster Club president

Section IV: Criteria for Selection

The selection committee will choose inductees based on the following criteria.

A. Contributions to the Wake Forest High School Athletic program as a student-athlete, coach, administrator, or volunteer

B. Graduation from Wake Forest High School at least 7 years prior to nomination

C. Ability to serve as an appropriate role model for current Wake Forest High school students

D. Nomination form received no later than July 1st of the inducting year

Section V: Nominations

Anyone may recommend any eligible individual for consideration as nominees. Each nomination must be accompanied by information regarding the individual’s achievements. Nominations must be submitted via the Hall of Fame Nomination form. The form will be available on the various school and booster club websites as well as in the Athletic Director’s office.  Nominations can be made at any time and forms submitted by July 1st will be considered for that year’s Hall of Fame Class. 

Section VI: List of Candidates

The list of candidates shall contain the names of the individuals who have been recommended and remains eligible for consideration as a nominee by the Selection Committee for up to 5 years. If the nominee is not inducted after 10 years, the individual will be removed from the list. There is no limit on how many times an individual can be nominated. 

Section VII: Number of Inductees Annually

The Selection Committee shall not be required to induct any individuals for the Wake Forest High School Athletic Hall of Fame for the current induction year.  The number of inductees per year will be determined by the committee.  

Section VIII: Voting Process

Nominees must receive a majority of the votes from the Selection Committee to be inducted into the Hall of Fame.

Section IX: Induction

Individuals approved by the Selection Committee shall be inducted into the Wake Forest Athletic Hall of Fame in a ceremony in April/May of each year. Recognition of the current year inductees will be held at a football or basketball game at the discretion of the Athletic Director and Booster Club President in the fall prior to the ceremony. 

Section X: Amendments

Amendments and modifications of these rules may be made by a unanimous vote of the members of the Selection Committee present at the meeting. 
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
